They will then give a speech to their class on Friday 22nd November 

about why they would like to be considered as a class representative. Voting will take place on 

the Friday morning and the children with the most votes will be presented with their badges in 

worship the following week. Please note there will be no celebration worship on Friday 22nd 

November as the hall will be set up as a polling station.
